INSTRUCTIONS TO SURGERY PATIENT BEING ADMITTED IN A.M.

ON DAY OF SCHEDULED SURGERY

PRE-ADMISSION:

Prior to your scheduled surgery, you are to come in to the designated facility for pre-admission.  This is to complete necessary admission paper work and discuss any questions with the doctor.  This facilitates the progress of preparing for surgery on the day of your scheduled procedure.

NOTHING BY MOUTH:

Risks involved in any anesthesia may be kept to a minimum by following this rule: ABSOLUTELY NO FOOD OR LIQUID AFTER MIDNIGHT PRIOR TO YOUR SURGERY.  This rule is in the interest of your health.

YOU WILL NEED A RIDE HOME FROM SURGERY AND SOMEONE TO STAY WITH YOU THAT DAY AND NIGHT.

PROBLEMS:

In case you have any problems prior to your surgery, call our office.

CHANGE OF HEALTH STATUS:

Notify our office if you develop a cold, persistent cough, fever or any change in your health status.
